Supplying artwork to Kelleway Media

Accepted File Formats

» Quark Express 5, 6 or 7 (collected for output
and Zipped or Stuffed);

* Adobe CS2 (lllustrator, Photoshop, Indesign);
* PDF, EPS, JPEG, TIFF;
» Microsoft Office (Word, Publisher, Powerpoint).

When creating PDF files please:
« Allow 2mm bleed (see below right);

e Ensure resolution is set to 300dpi;

Ensure images are CMYK converted, not left as RGB;

For digital printing, deselect crop and registration marks;

In Illustrator, convert all text to paths;

Flatten all transparencies;

Turn off overprint.

Images

All images should ideally be converted to CMYK,
using a programme such as Photoshop. Please note
that digital cameras will produce RGB images,

and these will not print correctly unless converted
to CMYK. We will be happy to convert your images
for you if required.

Fonts (required for working files only —
Quark, Indesign, Illustrator, Photoshop).

Please supply all fonts zipped or stuffed as
otherwise they may be corrupted in transmission.

Bleed

If your design covers the entire page you will need to
add a bleed allowance of 2mm to provide a tolerence
when we trim your work.

For example, if your page size is A4 (210 x 297mm) you
need to extend your artwork by 2mm on all of the sides
where the design is required to print to the edge of the

sheet, so the overall artwork area becomes 214 x 301mm.

When we finish the job we will trim off the extra 2mm
to ensure that no white margin will show at the edges.

We advise you to ensure that the main body of
your artwork sits comfortably within the page area,
and any text should be kept at least 5mm away
from the finished edge of the sheet.

A4 trimmed size
210 x 297mm

A4 plus bleed size
214 x 301mm

This 2 mm overrun
will be trimmed off
